According to Directive 2002/95/EC exemptions from the substance ban laid down in Article 4(1) of that Directive can be granted by the Commission when the elimination of substances from certain applications is technically or scientifically impracticable. The Commission has the obligation to review those exemptions at least every four years, with the purpose of deleting them, where substitution of substances in those applications has become practicable.
