Mandatory Energy Efficiency Labelling Scheme for Washing Machines and Dehumidifiers


Hong Kong, China informed of the proposed inclusion of two types of electrical appliances, viz washing machines and dehumidifiers, into its Mandatory Energy Efficiency Labelling Scheme (MEELS) in notification G/TBT/N/HKG/31 (18 May 2009). MEELS aims to increase public awareness of the importance of using energy-efficient products, provide consumers with more energy-efficient products and provide incentive to product suppliers to market more energy-efficient products.


This addendum notifies that the legislative amendment for inclusion of the two types of electrical appliances, viz washing machines and dehumidifiers, into MEELS has been passed by the Legislative Council for commencement on 19 March 2010 with an 18-month grace period.  During the grace period, these products are still allowed to be supplied in Hong Kong without energy labels.
