	Description of content:  The Government of the HKSAR is now preparing a proposal on the mandatory implementation of the building energy code for introduction into the Legislative Council by end 2009.  The proposed scheme requires buildings to comply with minimum energy efficiency standards for the system design of the four key types of fixed building services installations, namely, lighting, air conditioning, electrical and lift & escalator installations.  In designing air conditioning and electrical installations, the control on energy efficiency standards for three categories of building services equipment as stated in item 4 above will be involved.  Registration of such individual equipment will not be required and there will not be any restriction on import and sale of such equipment in Hong Kong under the proposed scheme.  Monetary penalties will be imposed on developers, building owners, responsible persons or registered energy assessors for non-compliance under the proposed scheme.  However, there will be no penalty provisions for manufacturers or suppliers of equipment.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  The objectives of the mandatory scheme are to:
(a) improve energy efficiency in new and existing buildings in order to meet the challenge of climate change; and

(b) raise the public awareness on environmental protection through energy efficient design of building services installations.
